Eindhoven, October 2014 — During Dutch Design Week 2014 (DDW14), Izabela Boloz
will showcase her newest work: Intersections. This flexible work consists of a series
of modular objects, each shape sliding into the other, creating sculptural urban
furniture that can function both as a place to sit as well as a place for spontaneous
play. Leading up to DDW14 Intersections will be exhibited at Eindhoven Airport as a
teaser for the Week. During the Week visitors can experience the work at Strijp T,
one of the hotspots of DDW14.

Stripped of extra embellishments, modernist architecture is all about form and geometry. Inspired by
this aesthetic, Izabela Boloz created Intersections. This installation connects different disciplines,
combining the visual qualities of an artwork with the functional aspects of public space architecture.
People can freely interpret the work — they can use it as a meeting spot, a space for sitting, waiting,
playing, climbing. The installation creates a space encouraging spontaneous actions and stimulates
interaction. It creates a new element in the city.
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Modular sliding objects

Intersections is flexible: a series of modular objects, each shape slides into the other, like two combs.
Form and colour meet and interweave. The combined shapes create sculptural urban furniture that
can function both as a place to sit as well as a place for spontaneous play. The prototype of
Intersections (in Polish: Iloczyny) was originally created for Gdynia Design Days, the largest summer
festival in Poland in July 2014. Inspired by the modernist architecture of Gdynia, newly built in the
modernist period, Izabela Boloz researched various geometric principles — such as the additivity of
forms or relations between shapes and colours — searching for the right balance between geometric
simplicity and complexity. This investigation provided numerous possibilities which Boloz will
further develop into larger scale projects and installations.

Izabela Boloz
The works by Izabela Boloz are conceived at the crossroads between art and design, and can be

described as social interventions engaging the public. Spontaneity is one of the main elements in all
her works, which mostly consist of installations in public space. Coupled with a poetic and subtle
approach, her works are as clever as they are playful. She likes to add an unusual twist to existing
conditions, taking advantage of time and space.

Based in Eindhoven, The Netherlands, Izabela Boloz is a Polish artist and designer. She studied social
science in Wroclaw and Zurich before moving on to study design at Kingston University and Design
Academy Eindhoven. In 2011, she established her own studio in the Netherlands. Clients include
cultural institutions, local governments and international brands. Her projects are as diverse as her
background, ranging from installations in public space, to functional objects and curation of
exhibitions. She is currently a tutor at the Technical University Eindhoven and also tutored at the
School of Form in Poznan, among others. www.izabelaboloz.com
